I. Health Needs 
· Breakdown of Ministry of Health ambulances’ in Grand Gedeh and Maryland Counties.
II. Response and Coordination 
A. Health Coordination 
1. Coordination meetings are led by the Ministry of Health and Social Welfare in collaboration with partners. 
B. Health Response 
2. Based on the  initial field assessment reports on mental health services in refugee hosting counties, the Ministry of Health in collaboration with UNHCR are working to develop a response plan to strengthen mental health services. Key among the urgent interventions will include development of an integrated operational plan with focus on immediate, medium and long term actions, deployment of a short term psychiatrist, and harmonization and alignment of refugee mental health services to the national mental health strategic plan.

3. WHO in collaboration with UNICEF are supporting the Ministry of health in the preparation for round VII nationwide polio campaign. The campaign is expected to benefit approximately over 950,000 eligible children including refugees in all the 15 counties.
4. UNFPA is supporting the Ministry of health in a nationwide mobilization for fistula campaign expected to be carried out from 13th to 26th September 2011. In the Grand Gedeh County, a total of 14 cases (13 refugees) have been screened to benefit the surgical repairs. The campaign is on-going in other Counties.
5. WHO has donated one Supplementary kit to assist the Ministry of health and Merlin in provision of health services for refugees and host communities in Grand Gedeh County. Presence of the kit was essential to supplement the health kit donated by UNHCR as drugs promised through UNICEF are not yet delivered to the field.
6. A total of 5,554 outpatient consultations (43.8% refugees) were conducted, 427 children immunized from routine and outreach services, and 51 (56.9% nationals) referrals were assisted.

7. One (1) death (national) was reported from Nimba County.

III. Challenges: 
· Bad roads in some of the districts affecting provision of health services especially mobile clinics to remote communities during the rainy season. 
· Frequent breakdown of Ministry of Health ambulances in Nimba and Maryland Counties places more burden on the few UNHCR supported ambulances.
