I. Health Needs 
· Expansion of health delivery space in Little Wlebo refugee camp.
II. Response and Coordination 
A. Health Coordination 
1. Coordination meetings are led by the Ministry of Health and Social Welfare in collaboration with partners. 
B. Health Response 
2. Partners are supporting the County Health Teams in health sensitization, community mobilization, and awareness campaign on HIV/AIDS, malaria prevention, hygiene promotion and reproductive health in all the 7 refugee camps.

3.  A total of 5933 outpatient consultations were conducted in all refugee hosting Counties with 50.82% being refugees. Out of this total, 1158 (19.5%) refugee consultations were reported from 6 out of the 7 camps. 

Over 10 suspected cases of acute bloody diarrhea were reported in Grand Gedeh County. Partners are encouraged to conduct field investigation and lab confirmation of suspected cases.
4. 521 children were immunized for different antigens during outreaches services and in all health facilities accessed by refugees.  

5. 11 clean delivery kits were distributed to both refugees and nationals in Grand Gedeh County benefiting 340 women of child bearing age. The kits also facilitated 18 clean deliveries in Grand Gedeh County.

6. 2247 condoms were distributed in Grand Gedeh and Maryland counties as preventive measure to STIs and HIV/AIDs, and to promote family planning services.

7. A total of 27 deliveries were reported in Grand Gedeh and Maryland Counties. Out this total, 18 deliveries were reported from Grand Gedeh County.

8. 17 patients were referred for secondary care in Nimba, Grand Gedeh and Maryland Counties.

9. One (1) maternal death due to eclampsia was reported from Solo refugee camp in Grand Gedeh County.

III. Challenges: 
· Bad roads in some of the districts affecting provision of health services especially mobile clinics to remote communities during the rainy season. 
· Shortage of adequate space for service provision in Maryland County.

Highlights and Situational Overview: 


Health sensitization and community mobilization, and awareness campaign on HIV/AIDS, malaria prevention, hygiene promotion and reproductive health is still on-going in all the 7 refugee camps.
