I. Health Needs 
· Shortage of drugs and medical supplies in Grand Gedeh County has been addressed through drug donation by UNHCR and additional supplies to be provided by UNICEF.
II. Response and Coordination 
A. Health Coordination 
1. Coordination meetings are led by the Ministry of Health and Social Welfare in collaboration with partners. 
B. Health Response 
2. In response to drug and medical supplies’ request from the Ministry of Health and Social Welfare, UNICEF is organizing delivery of assorted drugs and medical supplies for an estimated 100,000 beneficiaries in Nimba, Grand Gedeh, River Gee and Maryland Counties.
3. In order to fill critical gap of drug shortage in Grand Gedeh County, UNHCR has donated one interagency emergency health kit (10,000 people for 3 months) to Merlin to assist refugees and host communities in Grand Gedeh and Maryland counties. Additional consignment of drugs and medical supplies is being organized through UNICEF.
4. UNFPA is supporting the Ministry of Health in a nationwide mobilization (refugees inclusive) for fistula campaign expected to be carried out from 13th to 26th September 2011. Aim of the campaign is to increase advocacy on fistula services and to provide treatment to women (refugees & host communities) in need

5. As contribution to improve reproductive health services, UNFPA has donated reproductive health supplies to assist 1,000 beneficiaries (female and males) in Bahn camp and also completed refresher training to improve reproductive health services in 12 health facilities in Nimba County.

6. The second phase assessment of Bahn health center conducted by Nimba County Health Team in collaboration with UNHCR, UNICEF and LRRRC has been completed and comprehensive report for support will be submitted to the central Ministry of Health. 
In addition, the Ministry of Health might consider continuity of primary health care services in the health post in Bahn refugee camp since the number of refugees in the camp has increased to over 6,000.
7. In Grand Gedeh County, partners are providing 24 hours primary health care services in Duogee and Solo camps. In the newly established PTP camp, health services will be provided 5 days a week as the number of refugees being relocated to the camp increases.

In Duogee and Solo camps, a total of 3,305 Long Lasting Insecticide Treated (LINNs) bed nets donated by UNHCR were distributed to refugees.

8. Approximately 4,060 outpatient consultations (52.3% refugees) were conducted, 780 children immunized with different antigens and 58 referrals (17.2% nationals) were conducted.  

9. Eleven (11) deaths (one national) were reported from Nimba, Grand Gedeh and Maryland Counties.

III. Challenges: 
· Bad roads in some of the districts affecting provision of health services especially mobile clinics to remote communities during the rainy season.
